1. Organization and Content

Excellent right from the announcement of the conference until the last workshop closed down at 19.30 pm on Friday the 3rd.  The theme of the conference was “The Global Economy after the Crisis: Challenges and Opportunities”. The papers presented at the conference corresponded well to this given theme.

The sessions were well planned and very well announced through a compact document easy to understand and handy to bring about with you.
2. Presentations 

The opening session was impressive.  President E.Uygur of TEK and president M. Aoki of IEA respectively both greeted the participants of the conference.

The Turkish Minister of Finance M. Simsek gave a most interesting speech on the Turkish economy and in impressive English.  The TRNC president D. Eroglu wished everybody a warm welcome to North Cyprus without forgetting bringing to the audience his opinions on the current political dilemmas of Cyprus. Altogether, it was a sympathetic sum of economic and political messages.

Papers on the economies in East Asia were abundant.  That was very interesting and relevant – almost a novelty in an international economic conference – having been hitherto very much dominated by USA and European economists and economies. Many sessions were consciously given to the Japanese economy which I found particularly interesting and rewarding – sort of a national case study of actual multidimensional economic relations.

I was also impressed by the papers given by economists representing international institutions like IMF, ILO and UNCTAD.

Many distinguished international economists presented papers as invited speakers.  That brought a serious flavour to the conference and gave the conference important support as a dynamic meeting place and a dialogue forum for Turkish faculty economists and economists working in various Turkish economic institutions. Many young economists participated with papers at the conference with competence, energy and interest, and very many of them presented their papers in excellent English – very impressive indeed.

3. Location

The conference was held at the Acapulco Beach Club and Resort Hotel in Girne.  The hotel has very good conference facilities indeed.  The hotel is located on the coast at Girne in TRNC along a beautiful beach offering excellent swimming in the Mediterranean Sea - swimming pools as subsidiaries. Some conference participants were perhaps bewildered by pursuing intellectual activities in holiday settings. Cyprus is a very interesting island with very impressive sagas going back thousands of years – having been an economic and political hub for many important civilizations.
